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Before you begin your 
LoRaWAN journey, you need 

to make sure you have 
coverage in your area.  Visit 
https://network.helium.com

Our recommended hardware is the 
Oyster LoRa device from Digital 

Matter.  This can be purchased from 
https://www.LoneStarTracking.com

Your new hardware will come 
with some very important 

information, the DevEUI, AppKEY 
and AppEUI.  Be sure you 

document this information and 
save for later use.

Using the keys from the previous 
step, goto 

https://console.helium.com and 
add your new hardware.

Insert batteries into your GPS 
tracker.  You should see a red LED 

begin to flash.

LoRa only allows devices to send a 
very small amount of data, 

therefor it is encoded.  A Function 
is used to decode this data into 
something we can read and use. 
(see link at bottom of this page)

In the Helium Console, select your 
device.  Verify that packets are 

being received.  (Or use the 
debugger to view the live data)

Now that we have data in the 
Helium Network, we need to send 
it somewhere.  Create a Helium 

Cargo integration.  (see link below) 

Good work!  You have now 
connected your first LoRaWAN 

GPS tracker to the Helium 
Network!
